In conjunction with Richard Price, The Convict and the Colonel 
Google Earth Skills – this assignment uses the same Google Earth skills as our previous assignments. 
Instructions

1. For each of the following locations make a Google Earth placemark , polygons, or path. For each of these, you should write a description much like what you did for earlier assignments. Generally these should be longer than they have been! Each placemark should include the following elements: 

a. A view of the place that captures what you think are the essential geographic characteristics of the place, not merely the view from above.

b. A description of at least 30 words (but up to 200 for the more important places) describing what role this place had in the story Price is telling.
c.  I am also looking for you to use Internet research on Martiniquan geography or history to flesh out these descriptions.

2. Locations turn on “Geographic Web” and “Panoramio” in the “Layers” tool
a. Px  make a place mark for Petit Anse . Look for the blue square labeled Caban du Bagnard [Cabin of the Convict]. Describe the cabin in the Petit Anse placemark
b. Pxiii, 2, 15 make a place mark for the town of Diamant, Martinique [Internet info!]
c. P31,64 Anse Caffard – turn on “Geographic Web” and “Panoramio” Look for the blue square labeled “in Memoriam” Make a place mark that describes what you think these statues represent [or what they do represent, if you can find this on the Internet]
d. P69 Make a placemark for the city of Fort de France. In your description [Internet!] of this city, note how far it is from Diamant. 
e. P79 French Guiana
f. P88 Saint-Martin de Ré

g. P88 Algiers [Algeria]
h. P90 Saint-Laurent de Maroni [book provides map on p93] 

i. P94 Saint-Jean

j. P106, 109 Ile du salut [Devil’s Island]
k. p107 Suriname

l. P125 Mont Pelée [Martinique]

3. Save all these into a KMZ file, just like last time, and submit it to me. You may find it more convenient to submit via the Assignment button on WebCT though Mavspace is okay if you can get it work.
