· P139 Remembering his interviews with the local magician [quimboiseur] in the 1960s, Price [citing another scholar] describes it as “case of a local institution in the process of losing its socio-historical functions under the massive pressure of francisation.” What does this mean?
· P166 Price quotes the novelist Paule Marshall [U.S., born to parents from Barbados] saying that West Indian history is “a nightmare from which we haven’t woken yet.” According to him, how have Caribbean intellectuals seen as the fundamental problem in Caribbean history?
· P175 What is “créolité’s view of the past” in Price’s opinion? Does he agree or disagree with this view? Why or why not?

· P180 How was the early 1960s “a watershed” for Martinique, in Price’s opinion? How does this relate to the new publicity given to the Convict’s House?

· P209 note 71: what are the “4 silences” that Michel-Rolf Trouillot describes? How are these evident in the ways the Médard Aribot story has been told and re-told?

· P212 Meaning of the illustration of the “zédui” here that matches the one on p202? What are these things used for? What is Price trying to say about this section [202-212] of the book, using this metaphor?
